
November 11, 2019

A regular meeting of the Fruitland City Council was held at Fruitland City Hall on the above date at 7:00 P.M.

PRESENT: Brian Howell, Jeff Carpenter, Ed Pierson, Kari Peterson, Stuart Grimes.

Mayor Howell called the meeting to order and roll was taken.

Councilor Grimes moved to approve the October 28, 2019 minutes. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

Evelyn Dame, presented information regarding the Annual Community Serve Day. Mrs. Dame handed out a flyer with information and frequently asked questions regarding Serve Day and introduced Shawna Pierson as Fruitland’s Community Lead. Serve Day will be held April 25, 2020.

Shannon Luoma, Solid Frame, LLC, developer of River’s Edge Subdivision explained they have been delayed for two months by Idaho Power and Warrington Construction. The joint utilities are supposed to be complete by the end of November, 2019 leaving them unable to start any foundations until spring. A crew has already been hired and they have four house blue prints ready. Mr. Luoma is requesting permission to pour two foundations in November 2019. Once the foundations are finished they would pause construction until the joint utilities and other required inspections are completed. Roads are completed allowing access for emergency vehicles. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the request for two early excavation and foundation permits for the River’s Edge Subdivision. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.  

Shannon Luoma, Solid Frame, LLC, developer of River’s Edge Subdivision explained he had purchased decorative street lights that he feels would be a better fit functionally and aesthetically for the River’s Edge Subdivision. The street lights are 16’ tall with 20” globes. The decorative street lights meet City specifications and are similar to the lights in Syringa Springs Subdivision and the street lights installed by the City in the downtown area. Mr. Luoma is requesting permission to install the decorative street lights as required by Fruitland City Code section 10-15D-3.I. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the request for decorative street lights in the River’s Edge Subdivision. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.  

The Transportation Engineer Report was reviewed. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried. 

The October 2019 Police Department Activity Report was reviewed. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

The October 2019 Fire Department Activity Report was presented by Chief Campbell. Councilor Peterson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

The October 2019 Public Works Department Activity Report was presented by Public Works Supervisor, Jerry Campbell. Jerry discussed continuing issues the City is having with Dickinson Frozen Foods discharging sludge through the City sewer lines resulting in blocked lines and continual maintenance issues. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. City Attorney Stephanie Bonney will send Dickinson Frozen Foods a report of the conditions and request a meeting to discuss the issues. Campbell also reported that STOP signs at railroad crossings will soon be replaced with YIELD signs per new Idaho law. The Council can elect to keep STOP signs at certain crossings. The Council requested the Railroad Crossing Evaluation Study of the five crossings in Fruitland completed by our former City Transportation Engineer.

The October 2019 Building Department Activity Report was reviewed. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The October 2019 Ambulance Department Activity Report was presented by Ambulance Director, Michelle Giokas. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter.  Motion carried.

Councilor Grimes moved to read Ordinance No. 660 - Annexation, Zone Designation of Single-Family Residential for Three Parcels in the South 100-700 Blocks of E. 1st Street, by title only. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. Councilor Grimes moved to suspend the rules and adopt Ordinance No. 660. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote: Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

Councilor Pierson moved to read Ordinance No. 661- Comprehensive Plan & Zoning Amendment to Multi-Family Residential for a portion of Creekside Professional Plaza Subdivision, by title only. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. Councilor Pierson moved to suspend the rules and adopt Ordinance No. 661. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote: Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye.  Motion carried.

The Council discussed the General Obligation Bond Election held November 5, 2019 in the amount of $2,600,000 to fund the cost of needed renovations to City Hall and construction of a new police station. A super majority vote of 66.67% is required to pass the bond, 66.07% of voter approval was received in the election. Five additional votes in favor of the bond were needed to meet the super majority requirements. Councilor Pierson moved to authorize a recount of the election results. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a memo from Water/Sewer Engineer, Carl Hipwell explaining the existing lift station can collect flows from 1,252 lots, or 278 acres. However, the capacity of the existing 10” sewer main located under Syringa Springs Drive is 960 lots. The 10” sewer line currently serves 114 lots at a total flow of 77 GPM. The E. 1st Street lift station can serve 846 lots based on the existing sewer line capacity. In order for the lift station to service the full buildout the existing sewer main would need to be replaced in the future to accommodate all 1,252 lots. The Council discussed the potential cost involved in replacing the 10” sewer main with a 12” sewer main. The total cost for the construction and engineering of the lift station was $416,476.00, divided by the 846 lots the Equivalent Residential Units (ERU’s) would result in a cost of $492.00 per sewer hookup. City Attorney Stephanie Bonney will draft an ordinance for the next City Council meeting. 

The Council reviewed the 2018-19 Audit contract with Poulsen, Vanleuven & Catmull, PA in the amount of $19,500.00. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the audit contract. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Roll call vote: Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye.  Motion carried.

The Council reviewed an Idaho Rural Community Block Grant (RCBG) contract between the Idaho Department of Commerce and the City of Fruitland for the NW 9th Street Improvement Project. The maximum amount of RCBG assistance awarded to the City of Fruitland is $230,000.00. The City of Fruitland must provide matching funds in the amount of $388,788.00 and any additional funds necessary to complete the project. Councilor Peterson moved to accept the contract. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Roll call vote: Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

Mayor Howell proposed purchasing Prisoner Of War and Missing In Action (POW/MIA) flags to be displayed at the City owned flag poles located at City Hall and Fruitland Community Park. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the request. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a memo from Deputy City Clerk/Treasurer Suzanne Pearcy regarding the disposal of City property. Mrs. Pearcy explained the City has eight wireless microphones that were purchased in September of 2011 that are used to record public hearings for the Planning & Zoning Commission and for the City Council. These microphones have exceeded their life expectancy and only three of the eight are somewhat functional as they will only keep a charge for under an hour of use. Eight new microphones have been purchased and installed and she is requesting permission to dispose of the old microphones and remove them from the property asset list. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the property disposal request. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.  

The October 2019 Bills were reviewed by the Council. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the bills. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

Councilor Pierson moved to enter into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code section 74-206(1)(f)-Litigation. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote: Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried at 8:40 P.M.

Regular session was resumed at 9:20 P.M.

Councilor Peterson moved to adjourn. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried at 9:24 P.M.
