Notice is hereby given of a public hearing to be held before the Fruitland Planning & Zoning
Commission at Fruitland City Hall, 200 S. Whitley Drive, Fruitland, ID on September 10, 2019
at 7:00 P.M., or as soon thereafter as may be heard, to consider a request by APEX Land Group,
LLC for the annexation and zone designation of Single Family Residential for three parcels in
the South 100-700 Blocks of E. 1* Street, and the Preliminary Plat of Zeller’s Crossing
Subdivision, more particularly described as follows:

PARCEL I

Thence N 89°07°39” W along the South line of said NW1/4NW1/4 a distance of 951.84 feet to a
point of intersection with the Northeasterly boundary of said Canal right of way;

Thence N 27°41°12” W along said right of way a distance of 753.72 feet to a point of
intersection with the North line of said S1/2NW1/4NW 1/4;

Thence S 89°08°50” E along the said North line a distance of 1312.36 feet to the Northeast
corner of said S1/2NW1/4NW1/4;

An 8 foot wide strip lying southwesterly, adjacent to and parallel with the following described
line:

Beginning at the Southeast corner of the NW1/4NW 1/4 of Section 26, Township 8 North, Range
5 West, Boise Meridian, Payette County, Idaho;

Thence N 89°07°35” W along the South line of said NW1/4ANW1/4 a distance of 951.84 feet to a
point of intersection with the Northeasterly boundary of said Canal right of way and the True
Point of Beginning of said line;

Thence N 27°41°12” W along said right of way a distance 785.51 feet to a point of termination
on the West line of said NW1/4NW1/4.

AND a Triangle piece of land abutting S. Pennsylvania Avenue described as follows:

Beginning at a point of intersection with the Southwesterly line of the above described 8 foot
strip and the Southeasterly boundary of the right of way for S. Pennsylvania Avenue;
