Mayor Howell called the meeting to order and roll was taken.

Councilor Pierson moved to approve the December 23, 2019 minutes. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

The December 2019 bills were reviewed by the Council. Councilor Carpenter moved to approve the bills.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson.  Motion carried.

Mayor Howell presented an election certificate to Jeff Carpenter whom subscribed to the oath of office as a City Council member. 

Councilor Pierson moved to elect Councilor Stuart Grimes as City Council President. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

Mayor Howell appointed Suzanne Pearcy as City Clerk, City Treasurer. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the appointment. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried. Mayor Howell presented an appointment certificate to Mrs. Pearcy whom subscribed to the oath of office as City Clerk, City Treasurer.

Councilor Pierson moved to approve the appointments to the Fruitland Planning & Zoning Commission. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

A public hearing was opened at 7:10 P.M. for the purpose of receiving testimony regarding a request by Charles & Kelley Phipps for annexation, comprehensive plan change from Light Industrial to Multi-Family Residential, zone designation of Multi-Family Residential for two parcels at 501 N. Pennsylvania Avenue. 

Arleen Houser, 601 N. Pennsylvania Avenue explained she lives next door to 501 N. Pennsylvania Avenue and has concerns regarding protecting her irrigation line that is buried across the back of the property. City Attorney, Stephanie Bonney explained to Mrs. Houser the city has no jurisdiction over the irrigation line and would need to contact the irrigation company to assure the irrigation line is protected. 

No further testimony was given and the hearing was closed at 7:22 P.M.

Councilor Pierson moved to approve the request for annexation, comprehensive plan change from Light Industrial to Multi-Family Residential, zone designation of Multi-Family Residential for two parcels at 501 N. Pennsylvania Avenue. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

The Transportation Engineer Report was reviewed. Councilor Carpenter moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

The December 2019 Police Department Activity Report was presented by Chief Huff. Chief Huff presented additional information regarding calls received in 2019 totaling 8,983 resulting in a 286.91% increase of calls since 2010. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson.  Motion carried.

The December 2019 Fire Department Activity Report and 2019 Annual Fire Report were presented by Chief Campbell. Councilor Peterson moved to approve the reports.  Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

The December 2019 Public Works Department Activity Report was presented by Public Works Supervisor, Jerry Campbell. Councilor Carpenter moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson.  Motion carried.

The December 2019 Building Department Activity Report was presented by Building Official, Danny Little. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Carpenter.  Motion carried.

The 2019 Annual Building Department Report was presented by Building Official, Danny Little. Danny explained there were a total of 73 new homes, 1 duplex, 10 manufactured homes and 9 new commercial buildings constructed in 2019. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried. 

The December 2019 Ambulance Department Activity Report was presented by Ambulance Director, Michelle Giokas. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson.  Motion carried.



The Council reviewed a Professional Services Contract between the City of Fruitland and CG Enterprises LLC. The City has made application to and has been approved by the Idaho Department of Commerce for the receipt of grant funds under the Rural Community Block Grant Program (RCBG) for purpose of constructing street improvements of NW 9th Street for the City’s Subaru Auto Ranch Job Creation Project. For the satisfactory completion of the services provided under the contract, the City will pay CG Enterprises LLC a sum not to exceed $11,500. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the Professional Services Contract. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a Professional Services Contract between the City of Fruitland and CG Enterprises LLC. The City has made application to and been awarded by the Idaho Department of Commerce for the receipt of grant funds under the Idaho Community Development Block Grant (ICDBG) program for the purpose of constructing street improvements of NW 7th Street for the City’s Swire Cocoa-Cola Job Creation Project. For the satisfactory completion of the services provided under the contract, the City will pay CG Enterprises LLC a sum not to exceed $50,000.00. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the Professional Services Contract. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

Councilor Pierson moved to read Ordinance No. 662- Easement Vacation- Land Division Plan No. 2018-01, by title only. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. Councilor Pierson moved to suspend the rules and adopt Ordinance No. 662. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

Councilor Pierson moved to enter into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code section 74-206(1)(c)-To Acquire Interest in Real Property and Idaho Code section 74-206(1)(f)-Litigation. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried 7:42 P.M.
