March 23, 2020

A regular meeting of the Fruitland City Council was held at Fruitland City Hall on the above date at 7:00 P.M.

PRESENT: Brian Howell, Stuart Grimes, Jeff Carpenter, Kari Peterson, Ed Pierson.

ABSENT:  None.

STAFF PRESENT: Stephanie Bonney, JD Huff, Jerry Campbell, Danny Little, Michelle Giokas, Rick Watkins.

OTHERS PRESENT: Corey Evan, Caleb Lakey, Tony Pierce, Sarah Weatherspoon, Ashley Couchis.

Mayor Howell called the meeting to order and roll was taken.

Councilor Grimes moved to approve the March 9, 2020 minutes. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a request from Pelican Development, LLC to deed a portion of Spruce Drive to the City of Fruitland. Councilor Pierson moved to have City Administrator, Rick Watkins draft a letter to Pelican Development explaining the City has interest in the street and easements but not the landscaping and masonry sign. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

Ashley Couchis presented a request to reserve the Fruitland Community Park on August 22, 2020 from 7:00 A.M. to 11:00 A.M. for a charity 5k adult and kids run to raise money for “Operation Underground Railroad.” She reminded the Council that her group has conducted the same program for the last two years. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the request to reserve the Fruitland Community Park. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

Tony Pierce & Caleb Lakey from Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) discussed current sewer issues they are having with the Snake River View Rest Area with the Council. A Power Point presentation was presented with different repair options. Caleb & Tony explained the rest area is located within The City of Fruitland’s Impact Area and after reviewing the different repair options they would prefer to connect to the City of Fruitland’s water and sewer systems and asked permission to work with City staff to further investigate this option. Councilman Pierson moved to allow ITD to work with City appointed engineering staff, T-O Engineers on this project. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Council discussed the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) and the effect it was having on City operations and staff. City department head staff members explained the different steps they have taken in efforts to protect staff and help to prevent the spread of the disease. Councilor Grimes moved to temporarily close City Hall doors to walk-in services. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a Declaration of Local Disaster Emergency for the City of Fruitland in response to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19). Councilor Grimes moved to approve the Declaration of Local Disaster Emergency. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a Summary of the Families First Coronavirus Response Act (The Act). The Act was signed into law on March 18, 2020 providing eligible employees a right to emergency paid sick leave for qualifying coronavirus-related reasons. 

The Transportation Engineer Report was reviewed. The Council reviewed results regarding an application submitted February 2, 2020 for a Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP). The City of Fruitland’s application was not selected for funding. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the Transportation Report. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council reviewed Change Order No. 1 for NW 9th Street in the amount of $1,066.00 adding pay items and quantity for concrete driveway with ramped sidewalk. Councilor Peterson moved to approve Change Order No.1 in the amount of $1,066.00. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a Fair Housing Month Proclamation. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the proclamation. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a letter from Payette County Clerk, Betty Dressen requesting to use Fruitland City Hall for Precinct 6 Elections. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the request. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a memo from Public Works Supervisor, Jerry Campbell explaining they have reviewed the damaged areas in the Downtown Park and determined a few repair strategies to mitigate the damage that has been caused with the excessive use by the new Treasure Valley Classical Academy Charter School. Jerry explained he met with Steve Lambert from Treasure Valley Classical Academy to discuss plans to repair the damaged areas of the park. The following is a list of the proposed repairs and cost estimates:

Total for all improvements: $2,320.00. Jerry explained Steve offered for the Charter School to contribute $1,320.00 towards the repair cost as presented, including the optional proposal of extending the sidewalk area and revamping the swing set area. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the recommended repairs and upgrades in the amount of $2,320.00 and to invoice Treasure Valley Classical Academy Charter School in the amount of $1,320.00. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

Police Chief Huff explained the City has had issues with people parking on the berm along N. Pennsylvania Avenue in front of Desert Rose Estates. The Council agreed to have additional traffic delineators installed to prevent parking on the berm covering the irrigation pipe. 

Councilor Peterson moved to schedule the 2020-2021 Budget Hearing for August 24, 2020. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. 

Councilor Pierson moved to adopt Resolution No. 2020-03-Authorizing Destruction of Semi-Permanent Public Records. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 
 
The February 2020 Finance Report was reviewed by the Council. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the February 2020 Finance Report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

Councilor Pierson moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried at 9:11 P.M.
