June 8, 2020

A regular meeting of the Fruitland City Council was held at Fruitland City Hall on the above date at 7:00 P.M.

PRESENT: Brian Howell, Stuart Grimes, Jeff Carpenter, Kari Peterson, Ed Pierson.

ABSENT:  None.

Mayor Howell called the meeting to order and roll was taken.

Councilor Grimes moved to approve the May 11, 2020 minutes. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

The May 2020 Fruitland Planning & Zoning Commission Report was presented by Zoning Administrator, Rick Watkins. Councilor Peterson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

A City Council hearing was opened at 7:01 P.M. to fulfill a request by Deserae Gohner, 633 Monroe Street, Kimberly, ID 83341, for the opportunity to refute the designation of her three year old Black Lab breed as a Dangerous Dog. All evidence was received by the City Council from Chief Huff and shared with Ms. Gohner prior to the hearing.

Deserae Gohner, 633 Monroe Street, Kimberly, ID 83341 answered questions and read character witness statements about her dog’s temperament, stating the dog has been around several children and other animals without any issues. Ms. Gohner explained she was walking her dog Paislee around the block practicing training such as sitting, eye contact and not pulling at the leash when her dog got distracted by the Chihuahua and got out of her control. Ms. Gohner explained she has since had her dog spayed, a microchip implanted, and contacted Adventure K-9 located in Boise, ID for training. Ms. Gohner stated she does not feel her dog is dangerous, stating she will not bring the dog with her to Fruitland. She thinks the dog was in an unfamiliar area and was overwhelmed by the other animals causing her to lash out. 

Tia Noland, 100 NW 16th Street stated she has had her young kids around the dog with no signs of aggression. She feels the dog was trying to protect the kids while they were out walking.   

Chief Huff stood to answer questions and read the definitions of a Dangerous Dog as defined in City Code 5-2-1. Chief Huff further explained with the owner not living in Fruitland, if the dog were to be declared a Dangerous Dog then Ms. Gohner would be required to follow the Dangerous Dog registration requirements and owner responsibilities as stated in City Code 5-2-15 & 5-2-16 whenever she brings the dog to Fruitland. 

No other testimony was given and the hearing was closed at 7:22 P.M.

Dan Greig, General Manager and Melody Goodman, Marketing Consultant of Farmers Mutual Telephone Company (FMTC) presented information to the Council regarding a Smart Rural Communities program promoting collaborative work among rural broadband providers and other local leaders to develop broadband-enabled solutions. The Smart Rural Communities initiative celebrates the technological leadership of nearly 850 small, community –based rural broadband providers. Dan is requesting approval to proceed in telling the area about the City of Fruitland being the first community in Idaho to be a certified Smart Rural Community. Dan provided Smart Rural Community signs and asked they be hung at entrances into Fruitland. Councilor Grimes moved to accept the Smart Rural Community designation and to post the signs provided by FMTC. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a memo from Teresa Fabricius, Superintendent of Fruitland School District #373, explaining their funding for the School Resource Officer (SRO) position comes from the state and is based on the number of students enrolled. Teresa explained the enrollment has seen a significant drop and they will have to adjust the budget for the SRO Program accordingly. The Fruitland School District will commit $15,000.00 to support the SRO position in the 2020-2021 school year. Chief Huff explained they may modify and cut back how much time the Fruitland Police Department will spend at the school. Councilor Peterson moved to table a decision until the next Council meeting to allow Chief Huff time to work with the School District to develop a new agreement.  Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried.

Ray Mendoza, 8653 Washoe Road, Payette, Idaho, explained he owns the property located at 710 NW 4th Street. He is requesting permission to build a fence on his property line that crosses a utility easement. Mr. Mendoza explained he will install two 12’ gates on either side of the easement, the gates will be unlocked allowing for access to the easement by the utilities. Councilor Grimes moved to allow the fence to be constructed on the property line, within the easement with the stipulation permission may be revoked for cause. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

Based upon the evidence provided by Chief Huff  and testimony regarding the recommendation of Dangerous Dog designation for the three year old Black Lab dog named Paislee, owned by Deserae Gohner, 633 Monroe Street, Kimberly, ID 83341, Councilor Pierson moved to designate the dog as a Dangerous Dog as outlined in Fruitland City Code 5-2-13. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a request from Ted Pettet, Director of Payette County Recreation District to allow overnight parking of self-contained recreational vehicles on the west side of the main unpaved parking lot at Mesa Park during the Mesa Duel on the Diamond softball/baseball tournament to be held July 10-11, 2020. Police Chief Huff explained he has discussed the City’s concerns regarding the on-going instances where RV’s were parking on the public streets during the tournaments with Mr. Pettet and they will only allow overnight parking of up to five RV’s on the west side of the main unpaved parking lot at Mesa Park.  Councilor Pierson moved to approve the overnight parking request. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 
City Water/Sewer Engineer, Carl Hipwell explained T-O Engineers have contracted with Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) to conduct a water and sewer feasibility study for the Snake River View Rest Area located at Milepost 1 on Interstate 84 and have provided options to connect the rest area to the City of Fruitland’s existing systems. ITD’s current budget will only allow them to connect sewer services at this time. Carl explained to move forward with this project a Memorandum of Understanding would need to be developed between the City of Fruitland and Idaho Transportation Department. Councilor Pierson moved to allow T-O Engineers to develop a Memorandum of Understanding for Council review. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a proposal from CCS Presentation Systems for installation of hardware in the Council Chambers to be able to schedule and host video conferencing and webinar meetings. The cost estimate for the upgrade is $8,476.00. Councilor Carpenter moved to have City Treasurer, Suzanne Pearcy apply for funding approval through the State of Idaho CARES Act. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Transportation Engineer Report was presented by City Engineer, Bill Russell. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a W. 1st Street Agreement for Professional Services between the City of Fruitland and T-O Engineers to design W. 1st Street from Iowa Avenue to Pennsylvania Avenue in the amount of $131,390.00. Councilor Pierson moved to table a decision allowing time for Transportation Engineer, Bill Russell to gather cost estimates for engineering of the railroad crossing. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed a memo from City Water/Sewer Engineer, Carl Hipwell explaining on Friday, June 5, 2020 City workers reported that the wet wells intake was draining at a faster rate than it was being replaced. Carl explained the existing system includes eighteen 75’ well screens that are run horizontally under the Payette River. These screens are covered with 2.5 feet of drain rock with another 2.5 feet of rip rap. Water gravity flows into three hydraulically connected wet wells where it is then pumped into the City’s water treatment system. Exploratory excavation on June 5th revealed a silty sand and gravel layer up to 2’ deep over the rip rap and a root layer that appears to be partially blinding the system causing supply to not keep up with demand. Carl proposed an emergency plan to pump water directly from the river through sand media filters before being discharged into the wet well system. Rain for Rent has provided a quote for this work with delivery, installation and take down of the equipment in the amount of $18,771.40 with monthly rental of the equipment in the amount of $27,781.16 per month. Once the emergency system is in place, work can commence to mitigate blinding. T-O Engineers has completed the permitting and has submitted for the project to start in late summer due to lower water flows. The project will entail the removal of existing rip rap, then clean or replace rip rap, inspection of screens and clean as required and replace rip rap. Depending on water flows, a coffer dam will need to be installed. Completion of the mitigation plan is estimated between $200,000 -$300,000. Carl explained emergency funding may be available through DEQ starting July 1, 2020. 

Councilor Grimes moved to declare an emergency due to the inability to pump enough water to the Water Treatment Plant to sustain the needs of the City, thus threatening the health, safety and welfare of the Fruitland citizens. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

Councilor Grimes moved to approve the Rain for Rent proposal in the amount of $18,771.40 for delivery, installation and take down of the emergency pumping equipment with a monthly rental fee of $27,781.16 per month. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

The May 2020 Police Department Activity Report was presented by Chief Huff. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council reviewed a memo from Police Chief Huff explaining the Police Department’s evidence room is at capacity with no more space to house incoming items of evidence. Chief Huff is proposing the acquisition of an 8’ x 40’ Mobile Mini Office/Storage Container. These containers are custom built providing secured storage for evidence, and office space for two officers. The containers are made of steel and are ground level with no need for skirting or steps and outfitted with heating and cooling, electrical, windows and doors. Chief Huff explained this unit could be temporary or permanent and allow time to work on a more permanent solution. The purchase price was quoted at $40,504.72, but he is asking for an additional $10,000.00 to cover any additional set up fees and furnishings. Leasing options of these types of building are also available for approximately $2,615.50 for set up and $429.50 per month.  Chief Huff is asking the Council to approve spending up to $50,000.00 for the purchase and setup of a new office/storage container for the Police Department. Councilor Pierson moved to table the purchase request until the next Council meeting to allow Chief Huff more time to get finalized cost information on the building, installation of power, and set up. Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The May 2020 Fire Department Activity Report was presented by Chief Campbell. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

The May 2020 Public Works Department Activity Report was presented by Public Works Supervisor, Jerry Campbell. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Grimes.  Motion carried.

Public works Supervisor, Jerry Campbell explained he was contacted by Community Partnership of Idaho regarding a Summer Employment Program offering students with disabilities the opportunity to take part in a short-term summer paid work experience. Community Partnerships of Idaho pays the student’s wages and workers compensation insurance with no charge to the City for participating in the program. Jerry would like to utilize one person for 20 hours per week for general building cleaning, parks and restroom cleaning, lawn mowing and weed eating, weed cleanup, vehicle washing, and assist with underground sprinkler installations at the Payette River Sports Complex. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the Summer Employment Program. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried. 

Jerry explained that due to the Water Treatment Plant issues, he has activated the city wells to supplement water production. In activating the wells, Well #19 (Fruitland Community Park) was completely sanded in. He has engaged the well driller that constructed the well to perform the necessary repairs and improvements to put the well back in service. Well #19 is one of the best producing wells in our system. 

The Council reviewed a request from Crimson Maple Glen Subdivision Home Owners Association for additional streetlights to be installed at two street locations that are currently unlit. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the installation of one decorative light to be install on the corner of Lot 1, Block 7 of Crimson Circle South. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. 

The May 2020 Building Department Activity Report was presented by Building Official, Danny Little. Councilor Peterson moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Carpenter.  Motion carried.

The May 2020 Ambulance Department Activity Report was presented by Ambulance Director, Michelle Giokas. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed a memo from Ambulance Director, Michelle Giokas requesting approval for the purchase of four (4) new Zoll cardiac monitors, not to exceed $152,000.00. The current two (2) LP-15 monitors which were purchased in 2014 and the one (1) LP-15 monitor that was purchased in 2018 are having constant problems. ECG and 12-leads not working, blood pressures not working, screens going blank and not turning on. Michelle explained they currently have a permanent loaner as they always have one monitor out for repair and that loaner is also malfunctioning. In addition, the crews are constantly documenting monitor failures due to the issues. This is a huge liability as they cannot properly care for the patients in these situations. Zoll monitors are widely used in the Treasure Valley with the exception of Payette County Paramedics and Washington County Ambulance. Michelle explained Zoll has very flexible payment options allowing the opportunity to get the monitors now but not have to pay the full amount immediately. Each monitor costs approximately $38,000.00. Michelle is currently trying to get a grant thru the Idaho CARES Act to purchase one monitor and the Ambulance fund currently has $132,501.71 in Capital Project to potentially fund this request. Councilor Pierson moved to approve the purchase request of four (4) Zoll cardiac monitors not to exceed $152,000.00. Seconded by Councilor Grimes.  Motion carried. 

The Council reviewed Amendment 05272020 Intergovernmental Agreement for 9-1-1 Dispatch Services between Payette County, the City of Payette, the City of Fruitland and the City of New Plymouth. Councilor Grimes moved to accept the amended agreement for 9-1-1 Dispatch Services. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

Councilor Grimes moved to read Ordinance No. 667- Annexation, Comprehensive Plan Amendment from Light Industrial to Multi-Family Residential & Zone Change from Light Industrial to Multi-Family Residential for the location of 100 Block of NW 4th Street, by title only. Seconded by Councilor Pierson. Motion carried. Councilor Pierson moved to suspend the rules and adopt Ordinance No. 667. Seconded by Councilor Grimes. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried.

The May 2020 bills were reviewed by the Council.  Councilor Pierson moved to approve the bills.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried.

The April 2020 Finance Report was reviewed by the Council. Councilor Grimes moved to approve the April 2020 Finance Report. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Motion carried.

Councilor Grimes moved to enter into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code section 74-206(1)(b)-Personnel. Seconded by Councilor Carpenter. Roll call vote:  Grimes, aye. Carpenter, aye. Peterson, aye. Pierson, aye. Motion carried 10:10 P.M.

Regular session was resumed at 11:12 P.M.

Councilor Carpenter moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Councilor Peterson. Motion carried at 11:13 P.M.
