thence northwesterly 150.46 feet, along the arc of a 50.00 foot radius curve, concave
southwesterly, through a central angle of 172°25°00”, and whose long chord bears N. 56°23°09”
W. 99.78 feet, to a capped rebar;

thence southwesterly 18.37 feet, along the arc of a 20.00 foot radius curve, concave
northwesterly, through a central angle of 52°37°00”, and whose long chord bears S. 63°42°52”
W. 17.73 feet, to a capped rebar;

thence running parallel with the south line of said SW1/4NE1/4, N. 89°58°38” W. 131.02 feet, to
a capped rebar;

thence running parallel with and 530.00 feet east of the aforementioned east right-of-way line of
U.S. Highway 95, N. 00°47°13” E. 846.15 feet, to the POINT OF BEGINNING.
